A Word from Dave… 

"The camp has four sessions in the water. The first one completely breaks down the 
stroke and we rebuild it from the basics. The second session goes over turns and pull-

outs. The third session is starts and pull-outs into a little bit of racing. The fourth 
session is compiled breaststroke drills that are fun or help with what we've already 

covered. There is one dry-land session with PK. We also have two lectures/ motivational 
talks from me and the other Olympians. Mark Gangloff, Pat Calhoun and possibly 

Staciana Winfield will be there to help and do in water demos. In the past we've had 
several coaches want to learn from the camp as well. So every kid is literally being 
watched the entire time. Parents are allowed to watch all of the sessions and are 

encouraged to come to the talks. We've worked with kids from 6 years old to 18 years 
old.
